SUMMARY OF BILL: Authorizes courts to approve agreements pertaining to child
custody and residential parenting schedules without further inquiries and independent
determinations that such agreements are in the best interest of the child, if the parties agree on
the record or execute a permanent parenting plan through entry of an agreed order.

e Based on information provided by the Administrative Office of the Courts, the courts
will not experience an increase in caseloads; therefore, any impact to the court system is
estimated to be not significant.
