SUMMARY OF BILL: Requires student growth evaluation composites generated by
assessments administered in the 2020-2021 school year or in any school year thereafter, to be
excluded from the student growth measure, if increasing the student achievement measure
results in a higher evaluation score for the teacher. Requires the student achievement measure
to comprise 50 percent of the evaluation criteria if the exclusion of student growth evaluation
composites results in a higher evaluation score for the teacher.

ESTIMATED FISCAL IMPACT:

Increase State Expenditures — $50,000/FY20-21

Assumptions:

e The proposed legislation will require reconfiguration of TNCompass to allow for an
additional rule. This reconfiguration will incur a development fee from the Department
of Education’s vendor to ensure data is appropriately incorporated, substituted, and
recalculated into the composite model.

o |tisassumed that RANDA will continue to be the vendor for the educator management
system.

e The one-time increase in state expenditures in FY20-21 is estimated to be $50,000.
