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AMEND Senate Bill No. 2011 House Bill No. 1969*

by deleting the amendatory language of Section 1 and by substituting instead the following:

(i) When an injured worker is required by their employer to travel to an authorized
medical provider or facility located outside their community, then, upon request, such
employee shall be reimbursed for reasonable travel expenses. The injured employee’s
travel reimbursement shall be calculated based on a per mile reimbursement rate as
defined in (ii) below times the total round trip mileage as measured from the employee’s
residence to the location of the medical provider’s facility.

(il) The per mile reimbursement rate for the injured employee shall be not less
than the mileage allowance authorized for state employees who have been authorized to
use personally owned vehicles in the performance of their duties. This minimum per
mile reimbursement rate shall be based on the last published comprehensive travel

regulations promulgated by the department of finance and administration.
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
